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God Bless You!

     Matt 10:1-10 records the calling and sending of The Twelve Apostles.  It is important to get the con-
text. This assignment contained specific instructions.  “And as you go, preach, saying, ‘The kingdom 
of heaven is at hand.’  Heal the sick, cleanse the lepers, raise the dead, cast out demons. Freely 
you have received, freely give.   Provide neither gold nor silver nor copper in your money belts,  
nor bag for your journey, nor two tunics, nor sandals, nor staffs; for a worker is worthy of his 
food.”
     This God Job was unique.  Do these things.  Don’t do these things.  Preach the gospel to Jews only.   
God also gave them the ability to perform undeniable miracles.  Then He said, Leave your money, your credit cards, your checkbook at home. 
Pack light and don’t take a cooler. 
     This kingdom assignment was an exercise of gospel, proclamation calling their listeners to place their faith in Jesus and embrace His new 
kingdom norms.  It was also a great big exercise of faith for The Apostles.  They took nothing to provide for themselves.  They had to trust God for 
everything, every step of the way – right down to food and shelter.         
     I don’t believe this is the gold standard for sending every Christian Missionary.  I don’t think this is the formula for God’s people doing God’s 
work in their communities.  However, I do fully believe God still gives us assignments specific to the work He wants to accomplish. Those tasks will 
stretch, challenge and grow us.    Question – What is your God Job?   What aspects of your assignment moves you out of your comfort zone so 
that you must trust and obey God – especially in the critical areas? 
It is something to ponder and pray about.  It is something to embrace.
